Pedagogical tools to assist pupils with special educational needs: generic or specifc practices?
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Primary school teachers with pupils in mainstream classes recognized as disabled by the
Maison Départementale des Personnes Handicapées (centers in each département providing
support to disabled persons), in this case recognized as severely dyslexic, say that they provide
pedagogical assistance so as to enable these pupils to begin schooling and make progress in
learning. This article questions the types of assistance proposed in terms of their degree of
genericity-specificity. The point is to determine whether these forms of assistance are generic
practices common to the teaching profession, or whether they constitute practices specifically
aimed at these pupils. More precisely, the point is to determine how the schooling of pupils
with special educational needs can be a catalyst and a vector, to strengthen as well as develop
teaching practices.
